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7. Applicant must post attendance to their first bachelor’s degree course 
within the Initial Attendance Window.  

 

Selection Process 1. The recipients of the scholarships will be selected by the University of 
Phoenix. 

2. It is the applicant’s responsibility to submit a complete and signed 
application along with any required and supporting documentation, 
which must be received on or before the Application Deadline.
